If you have a place 
you like, Don't try to 
hide it! 
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Craig Newell's 
New Supercharger  

After longing for a 
supercharger to 
install in my MGA for 
a long time, I finally 
bought one when 
Moss Motors had a 
big sale earlier this 
year. There are kits 
for the MGA and 
several different 
variations for the 
MGB, depending on 
the year.  After consulting 
with Moss, I decided on 
the 1965-1967 MGB kit 
pictured at right. 

The problem with 3 main 
bearing engines is the 
water pump (too long & 
pulley & water pump 
supplied in the kit won’t 
work, so, my neighbor, 
Dave, made a new pulley 
for me. Problem solved. 

In addition to the MGB's 
directions, I printed out the 
MGA's for reference help. 

You remove the radiator, 
fan, carbs, choke, starter 
cables and disconnect fuel to start your install. I 
had a spare 3 MB eng on a stand so I could install 
everything on it to see how it fit. 

First glitch was fitting supercharger onto the 
engine manifold studs. My performance exhaust 
header flanges are wider than stock, so I ground 
flanges on both header & supercharger to mate. 
Next glitch was no room to reach inner studs with 
nuts. I pre-installed nuts & washers onto studs, 
then tilted supercharger into position to ratchet 
the inner studs with a box end and tightened the 
nuts one click at a time! Required contortions! 

MGA directions didn’t mention it,  but I had to 
cut & bend left radiator support bracket out of the 
way of supercharger pulley. Both 
directions said to disconnect motor 
mounts and jack up eng 2 in. to 
remove the crankshaft pulley and 
install new one. By miracle, I had 
enough clearance between pulley 
&steering rack so, not necessary.   

Next, install 
pulleys and 
serpen- tine 
belt. The 
alternator 
adjusts belt 
tension, but 
orig slotted 
adjuster won’t 

work, so a new one is supplied in kit…it also 
didn’t work!  I had to drill a new alternator 
attachment hole in it to get it fitted. 

I had to r&r radiator & rotate outlet 35 deg. New 
cables came, but original cables were still OK. 

Many Thanks  to 
BCCW member 
Bernie Grant  for his 
help as well as folks 
at the European Car 
Company .  David 
and Travis installed 
resonator & muffler 
and adjusted the 
carburetor and 
timing. 

The MGB Specs list increase in HP from 50.1 to 
94.0 and torque from 74.1 to 118.4.   Here are 
my subjective feelings about the results:  There is 
a small, but noticeable increase in power below  
3000 rpm.  Above that, rpms and acceleration 
increase exponentially!  You also get a very 
satisfying whine at the higher engine speeds and 
5th gear is greatly improved!

It's that time of the year when the hot rod world blooms. The 
rodding year begins with the Grand National Roadster  
Show  and the unveiling of what's new and truly amazing in our 
world. Taking home the big prize, literally in the nearly 10-foot-
tall trophy, was Jeff Breault  of Wichita, Kansas. Under the 
discerning eye of Tim Devlin  of Devlin Rod and Customs , 
they built the award-winning 1934 Chevrolet Master 
Roadster.  From here it was awarded the America's Most 
Beautiful Roadster (AMBR) that's presented by ARP and 
includes a $12,500 check. If you are like me, and it's probably 
best that you aren't, we all wonder what this amazing hot rod 
roadster must have looked like before the endless fabrication, 
flawless body- and paintwork, and talented stitchwork was 
applied. Well, here we go. 

In future issues we will be covering the metalwork where we'll 
enlist Tinman Supreme Ron Covell  to walk us through the 
process. From here we'll cajole our old shop teacher Ron 
Ceridono (he taught high school auto shop for many years) to 
look at exactly what was done to make this contemporary V8 
look traditional—all the while maintaining the amazing 
performance that the LS engine is known for. 

There will be a final feature to present our overall findings that 
meld into one good-looking roadster. In the meantime, here is 
a peek “before there was paint" to give you a feel for what it 
took to make this AMBR winner.

What we will see in this article is the handiwork of Roadster 
Shop, charged with building the custom chassis. For many the 
idea that Roadster Shop builds early Ford chassis may come 
as a bit of a surprise, although there is a clue in their name.

Given their history and 
cutting-edge expertise, Jeff and Devlin looked to them to build 
a custom framework. Not just an early Chevy chassis but one 
that gave the appearance of a traditional hot rod, which 
included today’s cutting-edge technology, thereby allowing for 
modern-day performance in the world of ride and handling 
characteristics.
